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Container tagging
11th of November 2010

From the 10th of January 2011 all CC-containers must be tagged with the new RFID tags.

The tagging-process has been changed, and will now be carried out as a normal tagging, where no scanning is necessary. Consequently this means that the tagging can take place without any additional costs, since it is no longer necessary to buy new equipment or to spend extra time on scanning containers. 
The tagging
Alex Andersen will, as by prior tagging operations, from the 10th of January 2011 only accept containers with the new tag.

As everybody else we too are interested in keeping copied containers out of the system, so we will be making some control scans, both on our terminals and in the trucks. Tags which can’t be scanned or which make an error, will be reported to Container-Centralen, but will be accepted and be credited on the costumer’s container balance.  
RFID
There is no doubt that RFID carries a lot of advantages for the future. That is why we stay updated on the technological development within RFID solutions. It is important to us that an investment in scanners, only takes places when there are significant advantages enough for it to pay for it self. Furthermore we want such an investment to be of use to our costumers and not to be a burden.
